Editorial Introduction: Ethnicity, Research Methods
and Pastoralism

In this issue of Mongolian Anthropological Review, a number of engaging
articles addressing ethnicity, research methodology, pastoralism, and
human resource issues have been published. Anthropologists began actively
using the concept of “ethnicity” from the 1970s onward as part of an
attempt to move away from negatively charged concepts such as “race,”
which had been shaped by nineteenth-century colonialism (Munkh-Erdene
and Chuluunbat 2017). However, in contemporary anthropology, the use
and study of ethnicity and ethnic difference have relatively declined, with
greater attention now being paid to cultural, social, and regional differences.

In Mongolia as well, ethnography, which developed under Soviet
influence, followed a similar direction. In his article, P. Myagmar examines
the historical process through which Mongolians came to be divided into
numerous “yastan” or subgroups. This tradition remains deeply entrenched
today, and concepts of “natural” or “biological” ethnicity ideas that are now
relatively outdated within anthropology are still sometimes
overemphasized. For example, representations continue to be produced
suggesting that Mongolia is home to many distinct ethnic groups (referred
to during the socialist era as yastan). This clearly demonstrates how major
readings and studies in Mongolian social sciences have undergone little
substantial revision or transformation, often continuing to reproduce
earlier ideas to varying degrees.

This issue also includes two articles on anthropological research
methodology, something rarely seen in Mongolia in recent years. As early as
1958, S. Badamkhatan published his article “On the Methods of Conducting
Ethnographic Research,” which became the first scholarly work on this type
of research methodology. Since then, however, few comprehensive and
substantial studies on anthropological methodology have been published,
reflecting the current state of the discipline. Ts. Monkhzaya concludes that
game-based experimental methods can effectively generate supplementary
sources and help verify information when examining issues of religious
belief. Meanwhile, B. Tsevelmaa discusses how combining quantitative and
qualitative research methods during short-term fieldwork can improve data
collection, reliability, and overall research outcomes.
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Two articles in this issue focus on pastoralism. In the first, B.
Baljinyam investigates the history of livestock theft in Mongolia, a
fascinating social phenomenon hrough oral history and participant
observation methods. Even during socialism, often remembered as a period
of strict surveillance and control, cases of concealing and stealing livestock
were not uncommon, reminding us of the saying of one herder: “As long as
there is livestock, there will be livestock theft.” Although the romanticization
of “sain ers” from the socialist era may have influenced perceptions of such
practices, the article also shows that livestock theft, being intertwined with
Mongolian culture, has not always been viewed entirely negatively. In the
second article, Biirenjargal and Tsegeen argue that intensified livestock
production particularly cattle farming could reduce carbon emissions if
supported through appropriate organization, policy, and financial
assistance. While there is much discussion in Mongolia about intensifying
livestock production, there is comparatively little mention of the problems
associated with such systems, including carbon emissions. In this context,
their research may provide a useful point of reference for future discussions.

This issue also includes an article related to human resources. It is
no coincidence that some of the earliest graduates trained in anthropology
in Mongolia began their careers in the human resources sector. At the time,
there were no schools or training centers specifically preparing HR
professionals, which opened opportunities for graduates from disciplines
such as anthropology that emphasized working with people. Although the
field has since expanded and developed into an independent profession with
its own specialized training programs, the author’s article offers important
proposals regarding human resource monitoring and auditing. Readers now
have the opportunity to engage with these ideas.

Thus, this latest issue of the journal presents engaging research
covering a wide range of topics. Researchers and reviewers interested in
publishing their work may visit the journal’s website through the following
link, https://journal.num.edu.mn/MAR where they can find the submission
requirements, guidelines, and other relevant information.
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
