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Color preference of Mongols, its tendencies

One of the most important signs, and one that makes the greatest and most
immediate impact in human communication is colour. Colour harmony, colour preferences
and colour symbolism are culturally conditioned, and they vary considerably with both
place and time.

Here we present the results of colour preference study of Mongols of different age,
ethnicity, education and professional background The results of the study show that most
of Mongols favour white and blue colours, symbolizing purity and kindness, prosperity and
happiness. In addition to white and blue, some participants mention black colour as a
favourite, which symbolizes evil deed in traditional Mongolian culture. They described
black colour as an official, looking slimmer, and very practical.

This suggests us change of Mongols’ colour preference, especially in urban areas:
besides traditional favourite colours, white and blue, black colour is becoming one of the
most used and favourite colour of Mongols under the influence of the social development
and western.

Colour preference tends to change with both sex and age of participants, while
education and profession are not important factor.
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
