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Forward

The Mongolia went through a number of transformations- first from a pastoral, feudal
society to a socialist-industrial-agricultural one and then recently to democratic society having
market economy. These socio-economic changes have made the study of Mongolians
economic and demographic situations somewhat complex. The difficulties in conducting socio-
economic research are further compounded by serious limitations in the availability of relevant
data, particularly the lack of published data.

Though Mongolia has the advantages of relatively well developed the data collection
system and the Government of Mongolia have shown keen interest in the importance of
population aspects in the development process of the country, the efforts made till now in area
of analysis and utilisation of population data for policy formulation have not been adequate.

The population research got a strong push in Mongolia with the setting up of
Population Teaching and Research Center (PTRC) at the Mongolian National University in
1992 with financial support from United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA). It has conducted
largescale demographic surveys and research in the areas of priority concerns. Unfortunately,
till now there is no research journal in Mongolia where the researchers can publish their
research work. The PTRC has accepted the challenge of making available such journal. In this
effort, the teachers and staff of the PTRC have taken painstaking efforts under the leadership
of Dr. Pandey, UN Technical Adviser attached to the PTRC. I would like to thank him and his
team members for the hard work put in by them in bringing out this journal out of their own
initiatives.

I hope this journal will be very useful to researchers, policy makers, parliamentarians,
teachers in Mongolia. To the international readers, the articles included in the journal will

provide insights into demographic scenario of the country.

Soon after my joining the PTRC as the Technical Adviser in November,1995, 1 was
given the responsibility to finalise the report of the first Mongolian Demographic Survey. In
this connection 1 wanted to refer some research work but I was informed that there is no
research journal in Mongolia which gives details of the research on various aspects of
population and related issues. The idea of bringing out this journal took birth at that time
itself. T discussed the feasibility of such proposal with my colleagues at the PTRC and as a team
we decided to take it as a challenge. I'm happy to keep a copy of this journal in your hand
which has involved a very hard work on the part of all of my colleagues for the last 4-5
months.

As the first step in this endeavour, we invited research articles from national and
international experts in Mongolia working in the field of population and related subjects.
Keeping in view the language limitations, the experts were given the option to write either in
Mongolian or in English. Because of this approach, this journal has Mongolian and English
sections. Being the first venture of it's sort, perhaps, the experts were not sure about it's
success as we could not receive many articles from outside inspite of continuous follow up by
us. Because of this limitation out of the 13 articles included in this journal, 7 are contributed by
experts from PTRC. I'm sure for the next issue other experts will generously contribute
articles.

All the work relating to designing of the cover page and the overall layout of the
journal have been handled by us at the PTRC itself without any outside support. Therefore,
there is still ample scope for improving the gate-up of the journal. We will try to do it in the
next issue. I'm thankful to my editor colleagues for editing various articles. We have utilised
some of the funds available in the UNFPA Project MON/92/P04 for printing the journal. We
are grateful to the UNFPA for this financial support.

Being the first issue of the journal, I'm aware of it's various limitations. We shall be

grateful for comments and suggestions for improvement in the coverage and quality of the
journal from all our readers.
