ABSTRACT

Tour guides have traditionally played a crucial role in linking tour operators, travel
intermediaries and foreign tourists. More than most other people employed in the
travel business, they are constantly involved in reconciling guest and host cultures.
A tour guide performance tends to depend on his/her competences which obtain
from the training and learning he/she has been through. The study was undertaken
with a purpose of assessing contents of tour guide training programs in Mongolia.
The study used research methods of qualitative interviews and content analysis of
assessment for training curriculums and tour operators’ expectation. The
questionnaire survey was conducted for investigating graduates’ satisfaction. The
research result reveals that tourist guide training modules in both private and
public sectors did not qualify international standards. Moreover, the trained and
certified guides’ knowledge and practical skills are not well perceived by the tour
operators. The research findings have important implications for introducing a well
designed, competence based guide training programs for longer terms in Mongolia
and several applications were made for tourism institutions and training centres.
The paper also makes recommendations related to the content framework for the
guide training program.

and multifaceted role consisting of various skills
and knowledge. A skilled guide is one of the
valuable assets of the tour operators and travel
business. In many ways, a tour guide is the face of
a tour operators and a vital linking bridge between

shows other the way, however tourism research has
found the responsibility of tour guide is more
extensive (Holloway, 1981). In the tourism
literature, Cohen (1985) forms a model for tourist
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guiding structure based on the historic roles for
mentoring and leading the ways. Furthermore,
Cohen (1985) restructures and renames historic
roles of ancient guides to make them more relevant
to modern tourism business, identified the
mentoring role as “mediator”, and leading role as
“leadership”. As a leader, tour guides have to
organize, show directions, access and controlling
the circumstances, and building a team for given
periods by ensuring group cohesions and ethics. As
a mediator, tour guides act as a focal point of the
guest and host cultures and educators of the group.

Since 1985, researchers have been using
Cohen’s framework model as a basis for studies
about role of guides and later research on tourist
guiding has developed into various research
interests including professional guide training.
Overall, quality of products and services within
tourism  industry tends to depend on
accommodations, restaurants, attractions, tour
operators and most importantly tour guide’s
performance (Pond 1993). Therefore, a tour guide’s
performance  heavily depends on his/her
competences and training and learning s/he has
been through. The importance of tour guides is
essential for group inclusive tours and expected to
have different roles in various contexts. In
Mongolia, tour guides are often employed by
private tour operators in summer season and
considered as a face of the tour company and
country itself (Nergui 2010), whereas tour guides
are sales person for the tour company in Taiwan
(Lan 2000). Weiler and Davis (1993) states that
tour leader is a person who is responsible for
delivery of the travel experiences organized by the
destination management company. Dahles and Bras
(1999) argue that tourist guides can be small
entrepreneurs who, not always successfully, sell
their services to varied group of tourists. With this
context, tour guides can work as independently
work with different service providers.

The training content for tour guides can be
analyzed by the roles that tourist guides expected to
play. Pond (1993) advises five main roles for
contemporary tourist guides including as a leader,
an educator, a public relation representative, host
and mediator. These roles can be appeared as
independent roles; however, they are interrelated
and synergistic in practice. Other tourism scholars
emphasize roles of tourist guides in particular
contexts such as ecotourism, cultural and heritage
tourism. Black et al. (2001) defines that tour guides
communicates and interprets the significance of the
environment, promotes minimal impact practices in
tour activity, ensures the sustainability of the
natural and cultural environment and motivates
tourists to consider ecological and cultural
concerns. With a comparison, a cultural guide is
person employed on a paid or voluntary basis who
organizes tourists around historical, cultural and

heritage sites applying guiding and interpreting
principles in cultural tourism (Dioko and Unakul
2005).

The main interaction involved in tour guiding
is between the tourists and guides. Howard (1997)
indicated that that tour guides are involved in
providing information, being interactive in
explaining and clarifying, participating in a tour
itself, and assigning. Tour guides plays important
role to the overall tourist satisfaction. Hence, tour
guides to ensure that tourists derived maximum
satisfaction from their visits to the country by
handling them with professional touch of
efficiency. Tang (1989) noted that tour guiding as
the most important tourism job and tourists needed
satisfaction and a tour guide determined how
enjoyable a tourist site was. Tour guides is
responsible for all activities on the tour itinerary,
they maintain good relationship with all the tourists
in a group and satisfy their needs. In conclusion,
tour guide or tour leader or tour escort is the person
who travels with the group, and manages lodging,
meals, transportations, attractions or site visits and
other tour related services (Black and Weiler
2005). According to Prakash and Chowdhary
(2009), tour guides are not only the leaders but they
perform as a directors, friend, advisor and actors.
They further elaborated that guide must also have
multilingual ability and degree of knowledge on
history, geography, palacontology, tradition,
cultures, legacy and customs. Tour guides often
confronts with a various types of customers who
has diverse age, national and cultural background.
Therefore, tour guide training context must apply
all required intrapersonal and interpersonal skills
and knowledge in particular.

Tour guide training practice in Mongolia

Mongolia recognizes that tourism development
has a great opportunity to earn valuable foreign
currency, creating jobs and conservation of the
nomadic culture and environment. Mongolia is a
unique and relatively unexplored travel destination
that offers a great combination of scenic natural
features, a wide variety of untouched landscapes,
nomadic life style and culture. Tourism in
Mongolia falls into categories of adventure
tourism, eco-tourism and cultural tourism. Many
tourists choose to visit Mongolia because they are
interested in the natural beauty of landscape and
the culture of Mongolia’s nomadic population. The
number of international tourist arrivals has been
increased last few years, which has reached 650
000 arrivals in 2013 (Travel and Tourism
Competitiveness Report 2013).

It is considered that modern tourism
development has started by an establishment of
“Foreign Tourist Bureau” on 2 Oct, 1954 at the
Ministry of Commerce, People’s Republic of
Mongolia (Nergui and Delgersuren 2014). The



bureau was owned by the government and later
changed its name to Foreign Tourist Department
and Juulchin Corporation. This was the only travel
agency which handled international tourists to
Mongolia. In that time, international tourists were
limited and a quite few tourists from Western
countries were allowed to travel with supervision.
Likewise to the Soviet countries, the tourism
industry in Mongolia had major transformation in
the 1990s. The stated owned Juulchin Corporation
privatized in 1991 which brought the end of state
monopoly in tourism industry. Currently, over 700
private tour operators involved in tourism business,
more than 200 hotels provide a wide range from
mid level to upscale hotel facilities including
international brand names Shangri-la, Kempinski
and Ramada and over 300 tourist ger camps are
offering wide range of tourists facilities and quality
to the foreign visitors (Tourism Info Centre 2015).

In the beginning of tourism development in
1960s, Mongolia had a lack of skilled hospitality
and tourism personals. It is not recorded that any
tourist guides were trained in English or other
languages in that time (Nergui and Delgersuren
2014). In the case of foreign tourists from Western
countries visited to Mongolia, the “Foreign Tourist
Bureau” employed foreign language lecturers from
the National University of Mongolia or translators
from MONTSEMA news agency as a tourist guide
by an order of Secretary General, People’s
Revolutionary Party in 1960s (Nergui and
Delgersuren 2014). At that time, there were no
concepts of tour guiding practiced; only person
who speaks French or English could work as an
interpreter. Due to the growing numbers of foreign
tourists to Mongolia, then “Foreign Tourist
Department” recognized the importance and roles
of tourist guides, therefore they sent a special
request to the Political Bureau for training of the
first tourism professionals internally and
internationally in 1970s (Nergui and Delgersuren
2014). A few distinguished youth were sent to
former Yugoslavia and Bulgaria to study in tourism
geography and recreation. First tourism and tour
guiding class were commenced in 1975 and
recruited second grade students from the
Department of Foreign Languages at the National
University of Mongolia. The class consisted of 30
students for English language and 30 students for
German language which were all supervised and
managed by the Ministry of Foreign Trades
(Nergui and Delgersuren 2014). The content of the
curriculum was dominated by foreign languages,
history, geography and diplomacy. The students
achieved their internship as front officers,
housekeepers and porters at the Ulaanbaatar hotel
in order to obtain practical skills. The first trained
tourist guides and tourism professionals in
Mongolia graduated in 1978.

After privatization in 1990, there was growing
demand of tourism professionals in the job market.
Public and private universities were established
tourism classes in majoring tourism management,
tourism geography, and ecotourism by a guidance
of  Austrian and German universities
(Buyanbadrakh 2012). The content of the
curriculum was rather focused on tourism resources
such as geography, geology, paleontology,
astrology, history, culture than business and
management. Later, more students studied in
tourism in Russian Federation, Austria, Japan and
the United States (Nergui and Delgersuren 2014).

In contrast, a few tour operators have
developed own tour guiding programs which
mainly consisted of 2 to 3 weeks of intensive
practical trainings. The content of the trainings
were centred on company’s vision, culture,
business principles, history, religion, nomadic
culture and first aids for emergency. Their
curriculum is more practical and competence based
than theory and academic study (Buyanbadrakh
2012).

As demand on tourist guides have flourished in
the beginning of 2000s, some foreign language
training centres have introduced 30-60 days tour
guide trainings in Ulaanbaatar (Buyanbadrakh
2012). They recruited from the foreign language
students who would like to work as a guide for the
tour operators during the tourist season. Currently,
tour guide trainings are mostly run by large scale
private tour operators and small training centres.
The universities and college educations on tourism
more emphasize on business, management and
marketing curriculum than vocational training.
Only one or two classes on tour guiding have
attached in the tourism curriculum as an elective
course at the universities. By January of 2015,
there are three main types of the guide training in
the capital city of Ulaanbaatar as 17 licensed
training centres, 22 universities and colleges which
have tour guiding classes; and 9 tour operators
which run tour guide training program consistently
prior to the tourist season.

Research design and method

The primary aim of the research is to assess
current situation of tour guide trainings in
Mongolia and investigate content of the training
programs and whether training curriculum has
fulfilled the international standard or not. In
addition, the research focuses on the evaluation of
the trainee’s satisfaction about the course contents,
and how the trained guides’ knowledge and skills
are perceived by the tour operators.

Howard (1997) notes that there is no strong
literature and theoretical basis as far as tour guide
training concerned. However, many tourism
researchers suggest that professional training be
provided to tour guides so that they can meet



international standards and expectations of the
travel companies and tourists in general (Howard
1997). Pond (1993) elaborates that based on the
roles that tour guides expected to lead in a group,
the competence and knowledge that tour operator
expects; there is a significant requirement for tour
guide training. Nevertheless, tourism literature
suggests that there is basically no strategy or
structure for content of the tour guide training. The
importance of delivery skills of concrete
knowledge, Cherem (1977) claims that all tour
guides were interpreter first and eventually
specializes in certain subjects in tourism. Pond
(1993) notes that tour guides need values such as
broad knowledge about local guiding area, passion
and dedication to long term learning, understanding
and feeling for people, flexibility, pride in
providing service to others and most importantly
“ability to painting mental pictures”. Pond (1993)
believes that all these qualities can be developed
through professional guide training. Chowdhary
and Prakash (2008) conduct advanced study on tour
guide training programs according to the
framework of World Federation of Tour Guide
Association (WFTGA). WFTGA has four
categories in the tour guide training framework
which are 1) Practical Guiding Skills includes
practical elements of guiding, variety of guiding
scenarios and itinerary developments, 2) Applied
Knowledge includes issues concern for host
community, society and other stakeholders, 3)
Interpersonal Skills includes individual and group
behaviors, cultural sensitivity, and 4) Business and
Management Skills which relates to the developing
tour guiding as managerial and business inputs.
According to the research results, Chowdhary and
Prakash (2008) add two more dimensions on the
framework which are knowledge of tourism
products and tourism contexts.

The main concern in this study was to evaluate
the content of current tour guide training programs
in Ulaanbaatar, thus to understand the approach of
tour guide trainers as they prepare to train highest
quality of professional tour guides. The first
research method of this study is content analysis of
the training programs. The research strategy, hence,
was to evaluate the content of tour guide training
programs offered as an elective course from
university and college curriculum, or short term
practical training by the private tour operators and
long term training programs offered mostly by
language training centres in Ulaanbaatar. The

content evaluation was based on the six-
dimensional framework suggested by Chowdhary
and Prakash (2008). Overall, 5 curriculum contents
from 17 licensed tour guide training programs were
analyzed according to the framework. The second
research method for this study is key informant
interviews with tour company representatives. In
order to obtain in-depth knowledge on the content
of the training as well as tour operator’s
perceptions about trained and certified tour guides
from the training centres and universities, 7
interviews were conducted, out of 8 tour operators
that was approached by researcher. The interviews
were conducted approximately for one hour. The
researcher had consent to be recorded. The last
rescarch method was questionnaire survey
addressed to the tour guides who completed tour
guide training programs. In total, 40 self
completion questionnaires were returned via online
and face to face survey. 65% means 26 of
respondents answered the questionnaire by online,
and 35% or 14 of the respondents answered face to
face completions. The gender balance shown
within the sample (n=40) indicated that there were
more female (68%) than male (32%) tour guides.
Most tour guides were between the ages of 25 to 34
years (42.5%) followed by the age group of 35 to
42 years (21.4%). 72.5% of the respondents work
as seasonal guides and 27.5% stands for permanent
guides. 88% of the respondents were inbound
guides, which means they guide international
tourists to Mongolia and remaining guides were
outbound tourist guides who guide Mongolian
tourists abroad. 57.5% of the respondents have 1 to
3 years of guiding experiences. The research
tackled several limitations including lack of
accessibility to the international tourism literatures,
reluctant approach from the training centres and
tour operators, and accessibility to the tour guides
due to the off season.

Results and analysis

The evaluation of contents by suggested
framework was straightforward. Out of 17 licensed
tour guide training centres in Ulaanbaatar, 5
curriculum contents were widely analyzed. All 5
tour guide training centres were coded as CTI,
CT2, CT3, CT4 and CT5. The Table 1 shows the
general introduction about the training programs,
types of tour guides they train and allocated
numbers of hours for theory and practical trainings.

According to the Chowdhary and Prakash
(2008), the tour guide training is typically 16 week
program divided into two parts. The first part is 6
week classroom training followed by 10 week
fieldwork that includes a tour of one week. The
trainee must spend remaining time for field work
wherein they are expected to prepare and submit a
training project report and make presentation which
includes transcript of their commentary at one of
the selected monuments or attractions. Training is
organized 5 days a week. On typical training days,
there are 4 sessions of 90 minutes durations each.

Therefore, there are around 120 sessions or 180
hours of contact during the six weeks of training.

As part of the study the content of the theory
or classroom study was studied and placed against
the designed six-dimension framework. There was
harmony among researchers in setting apart content
across six dimensions. In case of different opinions,
they were asked to consult and decide which
category a particular input should be included. The
majority of the inputs were exclusively classified
by the researchers. All categories were uploaded as
one session of 120 minutes by the researchers.

Table 2 suggests that loading of the dimensions
varied. Almost 60% of the effort is on providing
inputs about applied knowledge and sensitization
which includes issues concern for host community,
society and other stakeholder and philosophical
premises of tour guiding for two training

(Chowdhary & Prakash framework, 2008)

curriculum. The business and management input
was the least interested subjects to the majority of
the curriculum. On average, the tour guide training
curriculum has 13,2 sessions in the classroom with
342 hours of study. Table 3 shows the



comparative analysis of the contents of tour guide

training curriculum of India and Mongolia.

According to Table 3, the classroom session in
tour guide training in Mongolia is 18 times less
than in tour guide training program in India on
average. The inputs on knowledge on tourism
products depicted 50,8% in Indian curriculum. As
many other oriental destinations, culture and
heritage are the main tourism products and tour
guide is expected to be an educator in India (Pond,
1993) or information provider (Holloway, 1981)
whose primary responsibility is to selecting,
glossing and interpreting sights (Bowman, 1992;
Cohen, 1985; Schmidt, 1979). The sensitization
category or applied knowledge stands only 4,1%
for India whereas it applies 42,2% in the guide
training program in Mongolia. Mongolians mainly
focused on training their guides in providing
general knowledge on geography, history, host
community, society and other stakeholder of
tourism sectors. In comparison, by all total six-
dimensions, Mongolian guide training curriculum
has more classroom sessions and study hours.
However it lacks on the practical training and
fieldworks. Besides general knowledge of
classroom study, the training curriculum needs to
put more efforts on emphasizing on the fieldwork,
“play and act” study methods and more skill
centred educations on the following dimensions of
the framework; interpersonal and behavioural skills
and; knowledge on tourism products, tourism
context and business managements.

In order to obtain specific knowledge on tour
guide training in Mongolia, the content analysis
were conducted for eight elective courses for tour
guiding in 7 state and private universities. All 7
universities which participated in the research were
coded as U1, U2, U3, U4, U5, U6 and U7.

attraction in the classrooms. The class is supervised
by one or two lecturers for each semester.

Another research aim of this study was to
evaluate perceptions of tour operators for the
skilled and trained tour guides from the training
centres. The all tour operators were coded and
referred as T1 to T7. All of the tour operators have
short term tour guide training programs. The Table
5 shows the information of tour guide training
programs by private tour operators.

According to the Table 4, the U7 university has
2 elective classes for tour guiding for two
semesters and others have one elective class for
one semester each. The course contents of all
elective courses cover theory and practice of tour
guiding,  itinerary  preparation, information
providing skills; they are rather based on classroom
study than practical guiding experiences. The
seminar hours are mostly working on the case
studies and commentary about a given sites or

Overall, the tour operators that organizes 14-21 days tour guide training have more consistent experience on
training. Then, the tour operators were asked why they tend to train own tour guides beyond their hectic
schedules and business commitment. The majority of the interviewees explained that the training gives a good
opportunity to make their tour guides have a deep understandings about their values, vision and mission
statements, objectives, tour itineraries and product differentiation from other tour operators. The interviewee T2
stated that tour guides who trained and certified by the training centres or other tour operators, generally did not
qualify the tour operator’s standards on general knowledge, communicational skills and languages. Therefore,
he elaborated that as a consequence they forced to have training programs at least for certain period of time,
believed to have skilled guides for the coming tourist season. Out of interviewees, only one tour operator
developed course content on the framework of international training and feedback from the clients. The basic
requirements and skills for recruiting new guides for the tour operators are similar. The foreign language skills
ranked at the first place by all tour operators, followed by previous guiding experiences, interpersonal and
problem solving skills. The interviewee T1 specifically noted that the tour guides must be Mongolian citizen
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who has a broad knowledge on history, tradition and culture of the country. Four of the interviewees stated that
prior to the registration of the applicants for training program, foreign languages test are conducted. The
applicants who pass the language tests are eligible to study at the tour guide trainings. The interviewees were
asked how they perceived the guides who trained at the other training centres or other company. The
interviewee T7 said “... we rather train our guides by our company’s training courses than employing guides
who graduated from the guide training centres. Because those guides do not reach the qualification we seek
from our guides. For example, classes are taught in Mongolian language at the training centres and less
practices. Plus, I think that the training centres see tour guide training as a type of course that they can earn
more money rather than training skilled guides...”. The perceptions of other interviewees about tour guides who
trained at the training centres are; they have a lack of specific knowledge on tourism products, lesser tourism
contexts, inexperienced, less communicable and irresponsible attitudes towards their clients. In order to attract
more students for the course enrolment, some of the training centres promised job opportunities for the trainees,
however they failed. The last question that was addressed to all interviewees was if there is training centre
which has education for guide training by international standard, would the tour operators terminate their guide
training and employ those who graduated from that centre. Six interviewees answered that they would terminate
their training programs and eager to cooperate with that centre. The interviewee T3 stated that could be the best
strategy for all parties; tour operators, tour guides and tourists.

The last research method for evaluation of tour guide training content was to assess overall expectation and
satisfaction of tour guides who completed training program. The respondents were asked why they attended
guide training program. Almost 55.3% answered to obtain knowledge on tour guiding whereas 15.9% expected
to have secured job provision through the training. 8.5% stated that the tour operators that they prefer to be
employed mandatory asked to join the training. The next question was about respondent’s perceptions to assess
the knowledge and skills that they gained through the training. Generally, 72% responded that course contents
were centred more on geography, history, religion, and cultural aspects than practical skills such as commentary,
guiding techniques and case studies. 37.5% respondents mentioned that the most helpful contents were
interpersonal and problem solving in special scenarios related to tours, however only one or two lessons were
covered on this matter. Almost 32% of respondents were directly employed by the tour operators after
completion of training. When respondents were asked about their expectations about tour guide training, the
responses were positively high. According to Oliver (1980), consumers purchase goods and services with pre-
purchase expectations about performance. 62% of respondents strongly satisfied that their expectations about
training course fulfilled, and 3.2% of respondents stated that their satisfactions were exceeded than their
expectation. Overall, 35.5% noted that the training content needs more competence and practical inputs, 20.9%
advised that the duration of the training needs to be extended, and 7.2% responded that internships or
commentary fieldworks are needed.

Conclusion

It is essential to analyze of the collected data and define the implications from the research findings.
Cherem (1977) advises that tour guide training should include courses in interpretive methods as well as field
courses, research and theory. Pond (1993) suggests training for desired qualities such as local knowledge,
dedication, commitment, understanding and sensitivity towards people and different culture and pride in serving
others. In regards to the first purpose of the research, the results of this study emphasize the fact that assessing
current situation of tour guiding trainings in Mongolia.

Overall, the guide training in Mongolian context is now generally accepted that person who would like to
work as tourist guides must be trained by three components; 1) foreign language skills 2) knowledge on
geography, history, flora, fauna, geology and sites; and 3) interpersonal skills for managing tourists.
Accordingly, a lot of twisted emphasis is addressed on information about tourism products of Mongolia in guide
training program. It is believed that the most important tourism products are history, religion, nature and
paleontological sites. The contents of the training lack learning outcomes and methods, that were appropriate
and industry relevant. More activity based training has to be developed where trainees can try their hands in
guiding under supervision by the expert trainers, get feedback, and practice. It is crucial to reposition the
perceived roles of guides from a simple information transmitter or interpretation to be facilitators and
responsible leadership roles. In the developing countries, including Mongolia where tourism development is at
nascent stage, inputs from different source would help to develop the content for tour guide training program.
These include requirements of tour operators, experiences of on-going training centres and a review of literature
relevant to tour guiding framework and other specific local requirements as special interest tourism, ecotourism
or adventure tourism.

At the same time the government tourism authority needs to have a solid policy on recognition of tour
guiding as a profession and regulating and monitoring the guide training by setting standards. The existing
competencies of the tour guides must be assessed by authority by setting exams and grading and an estimation
of learning needs must be planned. It appears that in evaluating what makes a” professional tour guide”
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problematic since tour operators, tourists, and tour guides have different perceptions about significance and
priority of particular qualities.

Although there is an elective course for tour guiding in Mongolian universities, there is a need of more
study hours to these topics to be included in the curriculum of higher tourism education institution. Furthermore,
tour guiding degree could be developed at the universities and institutions for three to four years. In these
institutions, tourist guide license, which is usually obtained upon attending specially organized training courses,
will automatically be issued to the students who complete the studies. The more highly educated professionals in
tourist guiding, the better effects would be achieved in tourism practices.

Finally, expectations of internationals and domestic tourists from tour guides must be mapped and recorded.
However, such expectations change over time and vary from one country to another; the tour guide’s skill gap
needs to be monitored continuously for later improvements by providing short and long term trainings that focus
on specific inputs. It is also crucial to learn trainees’ expectations from the trainings. Learning desires from
inexperienced guides are different from those who have been long in the business. Likewise, expectations of
tour operators should be assessed what roles they expect from tour guides when providing job opportunities.
Gardner (1993) suggests that to use a variety of training methods so that trainees who are not able to learn from
one teaching methods or learning styles can profit from another styles. When time to come, the tour guides
should be treated as a real profession accomplishing important mission for certain tourist destinations.

ABSTRACT

This paper explores the process and types of capital city relocation. Its aim is to
create a typology of reasons, why capital cities move. The first part the paper
describes capital cities from a theoretical viewpoint and introduces theories
relevant to their relocations — the growth centre and growth pole theory, the theory
of nation-building, and a theory determining the relationship between capital cities.
In the second part it explores the cases of fifty relocations of capital cities since the
year 1600 and two currently considered relocations.In this paper, we do so using
official information for the global cases, thereby providing a systematic method of
capital relocation identification which can be applied to Mongolia.

A growing body of theoretical literature
describes how do capital city relocations occur and
what impacts they have on government policy,
population distribution and regional development.
In this paper, based on official information for the
global cases a systematic method of capital
relocation identification which can be applied to
Mongolia is provided. The resulting data set,
consisting of 50 cases with their characteristics,
provides a rich description of capital city relocation
in the world. In the remainder of the paper, these
descriptive information, some problems of the
capital city, data for preliminary analysis of reasons
for capital relocations, and types of capital cities
are discussed.

This paper presents an empirical analysis of
capital city relocation and issues of capital cities in
the world. The paper has three objectives: (1) to
discuss some of the issues associated with capital
cities and capital relocations from around the
world; (2) to study relevant cases of national
capitals globally; and (3) suggest some

environment of Mongolia.
One. Issues of capital cities

The policy, urban, and planning literature on

capitals, including the relocation of capitals and the
functions of capitals is voluminous (Corey, 2004).
The urban literature on modern capitals has been
led by such distinguished scholars as Gottmann
and Harper (1990) and Hall (1993).
For the purposes of this paper, the following topics
have been selected initially for discussion and
consideration in planning for the relocation of
capitals and new capitals: identification of capital,
types of capital cities and reason of capital
relocation.

1.1 What is a Capital City?

The capital of a country is often a very
populated city where much history has been made
due to the high-level political and economic
functions that occur there. However, sometimes
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government leaders decide to move the capital
from one city to another. Before looking at
relocations of capital cities and their reasons, it is
important to know what it is being relocated. This
part describes what makes a capital city a capital,
i.e. how it is different from other cities in a given
country.

As Campbell (1974) notes the phenomena,
functions and identities of the capital city have long
been neglected in academic literature despite the
capital’s pivotal role in the life of the nation-state.
While in the past, economic geographers applied
the central place theory to describe the contribution
of the capital to regional economic development,
this framework has been largely abandoned due to
its numerous theoretical shortcomings, i.e., it's over
emphasis on geographic determinism and failure to
account for social, political, economic, cultural,
and historical factors. The recent world cities
literatures also overlook the importance of national
capitals beyond those included in their various
classification schemes of transnational financial
centers. In an era dominated by the globalization
discourse, the dearth of research has been
particularly acute in keeping with the overall focus
shifting to the global and local at the expense of the
national or regional scales where the capital city
has figured prominently (Rawat 2005).

The basic attribute of a capital city is that it hosts
the national government. Usually, the capital is also
where the highest body of the legislature meets and
judicature resides and usually it is also the biggest
city in a country; but as said before, there are
exceptions to these additional signs. A capital city
relocation is therefore the physical move of the
national government from one city to another city,
but usually entails the move of the entire central
state apparatus (Schatz 2004).

It is crucial to realize that capitals are
complicated and unique entities, differentiating in
space and time, therefore searching for a common
sign or sings is often futile. Even if a common sign
is found, there are most likely going to be
numerous exceptions (Rapoport 1993, Corey
2004). Capitals have not been subject to complex
scientific inquiry. There is voluminous literature on
individual capitals, but very little on capitals in
general (Rapoport 1993, Slack and Chattopadhyay
2009).

1.2 Types of Capital Cities

Campbell (1974) succinctly summarizes many
types of capitals, grouping them into seven major
categories (Table 1) much like Hall had done
earlier in 1993.

According to Hall (1993), capital cities are classified into seven types such as multi-function, global, political,
former, ex-imperial, provincial as well as super capitals (Table 2).

Two. Capital relocations

Capital relocation is one of the more
innovative tools for building states and national
identification. It is a very large undertaking and
most leaders are afraid of taking on the financial,
logistical, and political costs. With profound sunk
costs established capital cities rarely move. Indeed,
many attempts to move capital cities stalled and
remain like partially completed monuments to
grandiose ideas. But there is something curious
about the fact that capital cities are moved at all.
What circumstances convince elites to undertake
this radical step and how are they different from the
majority of cases in which capital cities stay put
(Schatz 2003).

Especially, countries sometimes change their
capital because they expect some type of political,
social, or economic benefit. They hope and expect
that the new capitals will surely develop into
cultural gems and hopefully make the country a
more stable place. Here are additional capital
relocations that have occurred in approximately the
last few centuries.

2.1 Main Reasons to Capital Cities’ Relocations

Some countries choose new capitals that are
more ecasily defended in a time of invasion or war.
Some new capitals are planned and built in
previously undeveloped areas to spur development.
New capitals are sometimes in regions deemed
neutral to competing ethnic or religious groups as

this could promote unity, security, and prosperity
(thoughtco.com 2004).

In several key instances, countries have decided to
move their capitals away from primary cities, or
have constructed wholly new cities. This has been
particularly true of confederations where the
vagaries of national building required the choice of
a geographically neutral location situated between
the most significant constituent territories. While
this would serve to overcome the advantages and
influences of pre-existing power centres, it would
also help rectify demographic imbalances rooted in
country’s particular geography. Likewise, a new
capital could provide a powerful motor in the
development of the hinterlands (Dascher 2000).

In this part of the paper, a typology of reasons for
capital city relocations is created. At first, it is
needed to stress again that relocations are usually
the result of multiple results and factors.

2.2 Typology of reasons for capital city
relocations

Reason 1.Nation-building

Nation-building capital cities are powerful
symbols and by relocating them, usually to a
planned city built especially for that purpose, they
can create, adjust, or strengthen the national
identity of the country, settle regional jealousies,
and express qualities such as religion, ethnicity, or
ideology (Illmann 2015). Nation-building is “the
process of collective identity formation with a view
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to legitimizing public power within a given
territory” (Bogdandy et al. 2005) and it is the main
reason for moving a capital city (Schatz 2003).
Through that, capital cities are capable for uniting a
nation and becoming objects of national pride. The
main examples of such relocation are Nigeria,
Germany and Kazakhstan.
Reason 2.Spread of regional development

An unevenly developed country can relocate
its capital city to the underdeveloped region: the
presence of the capital, according to the growth
centre and (pole centre) theory, will cause
economic growth in that region. It should be noted
that the promises of the theory are doubtful and its
rhetoric is mainly used for gaining support for the
project. This was the main reason for moving the
capital in Brazil, Tanzania, Malawi, and South
Korea.
Reason 3.Problems of capital city
A capital city must also be a “prosperous and
liveable city in its own right” (Corey 2004). If a
city faces problems such as overpopulation, poor
infrastructure,  environmental  pollution the
government might be forced to relocate the capital
to another city. The main examples of such
relocation are Belize and Pakistan and an important
factor in Brazil.
Reason 4.Thread of natural disaster
When capital city faces natural disaster such as
hurricanes, floods, volcano eruption, typhoons,
tsunamis and air pollution, the government might
be forced to relocate the capital to another city. The
main reason behind the relocation was the fact that
Belize City and Jakarta faced the permanent thread
of natural disaster (hurricanes and floods).
Reason 5.Threat of sociopathy and fear of foreign
invasion
Non-democratic countries fear being overthrown.
The danger of insurrection is greater in the capital,
since the closer a mob is to power, the bigger its
influence. By moving the capital city away from
the main population centre and into isolation, the
regime can lessen or virtually exclude the risks of
insurrections (Illmann 2015).

Another explanation is that the regime is
irrationally afraid of a foreign invasion, especially
of an invasion led by the United States (Myoe
2006) — as Shari Villarosa, a United States
diplomat in Yangoon said: “They really believe,
and they have believed for a long time, that we are
planning an invasion, which is nuts” (The New
York Times 2008). The regime also expects such
invasion to come from the water and as their navy
is not very strong, the regime feels more
comfortable fighting on land. Given that an attack
would be aerial anyway, this point is moot
(McGeown 2005). Nevertheless the location would
give the regime more time for preparation. The city
is supposed to have a system of tunnels, designed
by the North Koreans (Charbonneau 2009).

Except to above discussed reasons, we are aware
that heir colonial past makes these relocations
qualitatively different and the fact their former
capital cities served the needs of the colonial power
instead of controlling the territory and creating
loyalty (in its modern meaning) was an important
factor (Schatz 2004, Illmann 2015). However it is
believed that the reasons for their locations are in
fact similar and can be compared to the relocations
in countries without a colonial past (or with a more
distant colonial past).

2.3 Case studies of capital cities relocations

Capital city relocations have been done

hundreds of times throughout world history. The
ancient Egyptians, Persian Empire and Mongolian
Empire changed their capital city's location
frequently.
In the next section, relocations of capitals in the
last five century are explored. Fifty cases, covering
all, considered significant are presented. Several
relocations are not included intentionally, because
of little relevance or because there is so little
information and does not have the necessary
standardized data. It is certain that their omission
does not compromise the validity of the typology,
due to significant indifference from the cases
presented here.

Three. Implications for Mongolia

3.1 Is relocation of the capital functions
necessary?

The rapid expansion of Ulaanbaatar, the capital
city of Mongolia, is one of the city’s most critical
development issues. Ulaanbaatar city strives to
become a well-developed capital city with vibrant
economy, advanced land policy, management,
improved housing conditions, healthy and safe
environment, developed social life, legal
framework, and with responsive and efficient
public administration, which enables broad
participation of community, private sector in civic
services and an attractive tourist destination in
Asia.

Territory of capital city belongs to the Ulaanbaatar
zone and the territory of Tuvaimag belongs to
central region according to the regional planning
principles of Mongolia. Ulaanbaatar city and other
settlements play own roles in their territory as well
as at the national level. Every 2 persons out of 5
permanently live or 40% of total population of the
country resides in Ulaanbaatar city which occupies
0.3% of total territory of Mongolia (Bazarkhand et
al., 2015). Its population has increased by some 70
per cent in the last twenty years and now accounts
40 per cent of the total population. Number of
people born in different cities and provinces but
moved to Ulaanbaatar is higher than number of
people born in Ulaanbaatar city and moved to other
provinces and cities by 543,600. It means
Ulaanbaatar city’s population increased by such
amount. During the population and housing census
of 2010, around 544,813 citizens, 47.2% of
Ulaanbaatar’s population, were born in the city and
lived in the city without moving any other places.
Remaining 52.8%, 609,477 people moved to

Ulaanbaatar city. 19078 people, 3.1% out of
52.8%, were born in Ulaanbaatar city and moved to
different places for a while then moved back to the
city (National Statistical Office of Mongolia 2011).
The total administrative area of the city is now 30
times larger than the original built-up areas (World
Bank 2010). Most of the expansion took place in
the ger areas and as of today, more than 60 per cent
of UB population lives in these peri-urban informal
settlements and ger areas, where modern
infrastructure services, such as piped water,
sanitation, proper roads, public- transportation are
poor or non-existent. And coverage of social
infrastructure (health clinics, schools,
kindergartens) needs to be improved as well.
Unplanned growth of ger areas and unprecedented
pace of urbanization brings many challenges, such
as unemployment, traffic congestion, air pollution
and negative environmental impacts (World Bank
2010). Since the irreversible transfer of the country
into the market economy, the urban land use has
turned to be based on the market relations and due
to the reality that there have appeared no
possibilities to regulate further on the land use by
the old urban master plan, norms and standards, in
the course of the transition period the land use
within the framework of the capital city has been
left with no control and inspection, regulation and
has been run in a chaotic competition manner up-to
the present (Gantulga and Chinbat 2010)

The capital city functions relocation realizes
events of great significance, such as overall reform
of government, alleviation of the excessive
concentration of activities in Ulaanbaatar, and
strengthening of disaster preparedness capabilities
for creating a new Mongolia for the twenty-first
century in which its citizens can live peacefully and
satisfactorily.
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Role of Ulaanbaatar to economy of Mongolia
is massive according to concentration health,
education, production, financial activities and
people with high income sources. 88.5% of total
universities of Mongolia locate in Ulaanbaatar city
and 95.3% of total students of the country study
also in the city. This city is a centre of social,
economic, administrative and cultural
organizations. Therefore, citizens of the city can
have a chance to make their own choices regarding

economic, social, political and cultural matters.
Around 34% of active population of the country is
in Ulaanbaatar city (Bayanchimeg 2011).

In addition to these important significances, it's
highly recommended that the new city construction
for capital functions relocation should establish a
model city that contributes to the world entering a
new century and to an impressive international
contribution in the areas of peace, culture, and
environment.

During this research, it is found that the
implications for the capital city relocation are
highly case-specific - the decisive factor is the
reason why the country decided to move its capital.

3.2 Implications for Capital Relocations of
Mongolia

Given the previously described situation, eight
priority areas require attention by the government:
1. If capital relocation is unavoidable, involve the

community in the decision-making processes
by creating a community relocation committee,
among other means. Provide to public
relocation education. Governments should
engage the services of qualified and
experienced relocation specialists to design
and implement relocation plans.

2. If capital relocation is being considered, carry
out a detailed participatory assessment of the
environmental, social, and economic risks of
relocation and of the cost of risk mitigation
strategies for alternative sites.

3. Governments should not only avoid relocation
in their own housing programs but should also
regulate relocation in the reconstruction
projects of nongovernmental agencies (private
corporations and nongovernmental
organizations), which often opt for relocation
to gain visibility and for managerial
convenience.

4. The technical, financial, and institutional
feasibility of providing basic services such as

water, electricity, health services, schools,
markets, policing, and public transport in the
relocation site must be demonstrated during
project planning, and all arrangements put in
place in advance of the relocation.

5. Use the capital relocation plan to carefully
define, with the assistance of experts, how
people will be assisted to restore their
livelihood activities or develop alternative
livelihoods in the relocation site.

6. Plan for the relocation of individual or
collective cultural properties.

7. Assess and mitigate the impact of relocation
on the hosting community, and be prepared to
prevent social conflicts and problems of crime,
delinquency, and secondary displacement.

8. Design, budget for, and implement measures to
prevent the return of the relocated community
or others to the site from which the relocation
took place.

Four. Discussion and conclusion

It is important to keep in mind that the issues
related to relocation attempt can be solved in
different ways as well, and that the topic at hand is
extremely complex. Therefore, it is acknowledged
relocation for a different reason may occur in the
future.

After a city becomes a capital, it experiences
significant population and economical growth, its
importance  increases, it becomes  more
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cosmopolitan, and its physical appearances changes
as well.

The former capital is impacted in the way that
it no longer is the political centre of the country.
However the relocation often does not significantly
affect the economic, cultural or financial functions
of that city — an example of this might be Yangon,
Rio de Janeiro, Istanbul, or Lagos. To summarize,
the study of the implications of capital city
relocations has even bigger importance, since the
countries considering relocating their capital cities
should be aware of the consequences of such
decision for the old capital, the new capital, and for
the country.

It has sought to bring together prior thought by
Mongolian policy thinkers and planners on their
solutions to the issues of Mongolian national
capital  relocation, and balanced national
development. The purposes in presenting and
connecting these positions was to suggest that
alternatives and resultant choice can, and should be
part of the debate that ought to drive large-scale
public and private development projects and
investments.
