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MONGOL SUDLAL (Journal of Mongolian Studies) is an interdisciplinary, peer-
reviewed, open-access journal published by the Department of Mongolian Language
and Linguistics, School of Arts and Sciences, National University of Mongolia.
Indexed in the CrossRef academic database, the journal publishes scholarly articles,
research notes, book reviews, and translations of academic works into Mongolian from
other languages. Submissions are accepted in Mongolian and English, with a primary
focus on linguistics, philology, literature, and art studies, and a particular emphasis on
Mongolian Studies.

Founded in 1946, Mongol Sudlal has long served as a prominent, internationally
recognized platform for advancing scholarly knowledge, fostering academic
collaboration, and encouraging interdisciplinary research in the field of Mongolian
Studies.

In recent years, the journal has been issued in both print and electronic formats.
Starting in 2025, in addition to the regular main volume, the editorial board has
decided to publish a special issue when there is a compelling reason—such as an
important academic anniversary or a notable development in the field.

The main volume will feature scholarly articles, critical reviews, and translations
in Mongolian or English on topics related to the Mongolian language and linguistics,
Mongolian literature, art studies, and related interdisciplinary research. All submissions
must adhere to the journal’s publication standards and undergo a double-blind peer
review by two independent experts. The scope includes, but is not limited to:

b. Ancient literature

d. Comparative literature
3. Art Studies
a. Musicology
b. Visual arts

The special issues will focus on a selected theme within the above fields, presenting
original research, reviews, and translations in the widely used languages of Mongolian
Studies—Mongolian, English, Russian, French, German, Japanese, or Chinese. Each
special issue will examine the historical development, current state, and future trends
of the chosen topic, with all submissions reviewed by two qualified experts.



The 2025 special issue commemorates the 100th anniversary of Khitan script
studies. In 1922, a stone tablet bearing an unknown script was discovered in the tomb
of a Liao king at Vaar Dune, northeast of Tsagaan Suvarga, Baarin West District,
Zuu-Ud Province, Inner Mongolia. Belgian missionary L. Kervyn visited the site and
reported the discovery in the 1923 issue of Le Bulletin Catholique de Pékin. The first
scientific article on the Khitan script, however, was published by Toru Haneda in 1925.

For this reason, 2025 is marked as the centenary of Khitan scriptology. Within
the framework of cooperation between the Institute of Mongolian Studies of Inner
Mongolia University and the Department of Mongolian Language and Linguistics of
the National University of Mongolia, this volume presents 17 newly prepared articles
by scholars in the field.

Over the past century, research in Khitan scriptology has made significant
contributions to the study of Mongolian script history, the history of the Mongolian
language, historical grammar, dialectology, and original writing systems. The articles in
this issue reflect both the historical development and current trends of this independent
area of research.

To ensure consistency and facilitate future electronic distribution, contributors are
kindly requested to follow the journal’s publication guidelines when submitting their
work.
