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RELEVANCE OF BUDDHA'S TEACHINGS TODAY

Buddha
emphasized the character and behaviour. "Panatipata Varaimani”, i.e. his teaching
was to first live without violence. He said, Nirvana could be achieved only by living
non-violentry with no enemity towards all creatures of earth, “Ahimsaka Yae Munyo,
nichcham Kayaen samvuta. Te yanti achchutan thanam yath gantve na sochare”.
Today this supreme policy of non-violence can only save the bleeding humanity on
the verge of terrified civilization of nuclear weapons.
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The philosophy of complete equality even collapsed in socialist countries,
would the man not eradicate the inequality! Buddha, two thousand years ago
preached” Liberty, Equality and Flaternity” to the mankind. Man is his controller, not a
servant of somebody, “Atta hi attano natho, kohim natho parosia”. If, in the age of
exploitation of religion of Matha bosses. Varna discrimination and stanch castism,
this proclaimation could have changed greatly, then it's light can only wipe out the
darkness of bigotry and inequality in the present age of communalism, apartheid and
futile discussions.

Today, the man exerting for bread, cloth, and home, has no time to think about
the superhuman power, soul or eternity. Buddha too never felt it's necessity.
Actually, these age old knots could be never solved only to confuse the human heart.
The so-called opium of religion made the man thirsty of men blood only in the name
of these dilemmas. Isn't it enough that inspite of mundane rites in worshipping our
respective unintelligible, unknown hidden Gods, we start to love only the whole world.

This poor man has become 100 arrogant after his trip to the Moon and
desirous to reach to the Mars; to this puppet of soil has no fear of cruel destiny
before his death. The disappearance of self is “Nirvana” and it is the ultimate aim of
life. Buddha in his last teachings said, all things grown and produced here are
perishable; fulfill the aim of life without lathargy, “Hand dani bhikhave! Amantayami
vo vay Dhamma sankhara, appamaden samvadeth’.

Buddha prayed for the welfare of all “‘Bhavati sabb Mangalam”. Oh the
beginning of 21 st century! All things present in the world are not without reason ‘ye
sabbe Dhamma hetu ppabhva’. |f Dhamma is the true Path, dhamma is wine-
celestail and immortality and we go to the refuge of dhamma, “dhammam Sharnam
